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Determination of the Merits

The Commission cannot substantiate Complainant's allegations that Respondents
discriminated against him because of his race or color. The review of the video supports that
Respondents have black customers and have evidently denied entry to white or light skinned
Customers, not just black customers. Complainant also recalled seeing A frican-Americans inside
the bar the night that he was not served at the bar. That Mr. Dunigan and others have been able
to patronize Continental make it unlikely that Complainant and Mr. Dunigan were denied entry
on July 2, 2008, because of their race or color.

Based on the foregoing, the Complaint is hereby dismissed.
